Meaning in Life and Professional Identity among Nursing Undergraduates : The Mediating Role of

Perception of Spiritual Care

[ Abstract] Objective To explore the relationship between the meaning in life and professional identity of nursing
undergraduates,and the mediating role of perception of spiritual care between the meaning in life and professional i-
dentity.Methods From June to July 2020,1251 full-time nursing undergraduates from 9 colleges and universities in
Henan Province were selected as the research objects by convenience sampling method, using general information
questionnaire, the meaning in life questionnaire (MLQ) ,Chinese version of the spiritual caregiving scale (C-SCGS)
and professional identification scale (PIS) to investigate it,and then conduct correlation analysis and intermediary
effect analysis.Results The total score of PIS of nursing undergraduates was (30.95=+5.20) ,and the average score
was (3.4474-0.58).There was a positive correlation among the meaning in life, spiritual care and professional identi-
ty (all P<C0.01).Meaning in life positively predicted the perception of spiritual care(f=1.412, P<0.01) , percep-
tion of spiritual care positively predicted professional identity (8=0.019, P<C0.01), meaning in life positively pre-
dicted professional identity (8=0.262,P<C0.01).The perception of spiritual care played a partial mediating role be-
tween the meaning in life and professional identity,and the mediating effect was 9.28 %.Conclusions Nursing un-
dergraduates’ meaning in life has a significant promoting effect on professional identity.Perception of spiritual care
has a partial mediating effect on improving the relationship between meaning in life and professional identity.It is
suggested that nursing educators can enhance the meaning in life of nursing undergraduates, the awareness of spirit-
ual care and the professional identity of nursing undergraduates.
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
